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Read: Genesis 15:1-21

Genesis chapter 15, and indeed the whole story of Abram, is about learning to trust God and his promises. Even after God had singled out Abram to be the instrument of His blessing; after giving him the land of Canaan; after saving his life when he went to Egypt and almost got killed; after God made him rich; after God made him victorious over the Mesopotamian kings; even after all of that, Abram was still not convinced that he could trust God to give him Children. So God decided to make an extreme, unforgettable, gesture of his commitment. 

1. Why did the Lord tell Abram not to be afraid? (15:1)
2. What does the Lord promise to Abram? To be his shield and very great reward. 

a. How is the Lord a shield to us? 
b. How is the Lord our reward? 
3. How does Abram address the Lord in verses 2 and 8? 
4. What was Abram’s mistake? Why was he doubting? (15:2) 
5. What was God’s response? Was there any rebuke in God’s response? 
6. What are some examples from Scripture of other people who questioned God’s promises?

a. Gideon (Judges 6:36-40), 
b. David (Psalm 13, Psalm 22, Psalm 55, Psalm 60), 
c. Zechariah (Luke 1:11-20), 
d. Mary (Luke 1:29-38).
7. Based on these Scriptures, what’s the secret to asking/questioning God? Is there a right and wrong way to do it?
8. How was Abram saved? (15:6) 
9. What does it mean to be credited as righteous? 
10. In verses 9 – 21, what is going on between God and Abram? Describe what happened. 
11. What was the promise of the covenant? 
12. Did Abram live to see all of God’s promises fulfilled? No, yet he believed and trusted.
