1. A. In v11, what does “the sharp two-edged sword” refer to (see Revelation 1:16 and Hebrews 4:12)?  
B. What does this sword do in the lives of believers? 
C.  How is this sword crucial to church healthiness and faithfulness?
2. Why is Pergamum thought to be the location of “Satan’s throne” (v13) during the first century?  (You might want to consult a Bible dictionary or Google “Pergamum”.)
3. A. What are the Pergamum Christians praised for in v13? 
B.  Why was what they were doing so difficult?

4. No church is perfect.  A. What’s wrong with the Pergamum church according to vv14 & 15? 
B. Who was Balaam (read his story in Numbers 22:21-39)?  
C. Who were the “Nicolaitans”?  (Turn to Google again!) 
D. What parallel do you see to the Nicolaitans in the 21st century church? 
E.  How does this impact FPC and our faithful navigation of the culture around us?

5. A. If the Pergamum church remains faithful, what two gifts are promised to her in v17? 
B.  What might be the meaning and significance of these two gifts for Christ’s Church then and now?
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
