1. Once again, what we learn first in this text is something about Jesus.  Two parts of Christ’s anatomy are described. What are they, and what does this tell us about who Christ is?
2. A. According to v19, what is right with the church in Thyatira? 
B. Does she appear to be a church in decline, or on the up and up?  
C. What makes you think so?

3. A. What does Christ have against this church?  
B. What is she tolerating in her midst that is compromising the health of their congregation?  
C. Are there any parallels here to the 21st century church?

4. A. What is the Thyatira church refusing to do?  
B. Why is that always dangerous not to do? 
C. What are the consequences in this particular case?

5. Why does sexual immorality seem to carry a lot of weight with God, because it certainly does not with our current culture?

6. A. What does Christ promise to churches that “conquer” (remain faithful) according to vv26-28?  
B. What might this mean for the future of FPC?

7. In both Rev. 2:8-11 and Rev. 2:12-29, both churches are stumbling over the same two issues.   What are they, why are they so attractive, and why are they so dangerous to the life, faith, and health of Christ’s church?
