1. A. What new things do we learn about Jesus, the Lord of this Church, in v7? 
B. What is the “key of David”? 
C. What are some similarities between Jesus and King David?  
D. What are some differences?
2. A. Is what Jesus says about the church in Philadelphia in v8 true for FPC, or whatever church you attend?  
B. What does this mean? 
C. How can this reality be a source of courage and hope for Christians in our current cultural milieu?

3. A. Is the Philadelphia church a powerful church?  
B. How can power be dangerous for a local church and/or individual Christians?

4. A. What does it mean to “keep Christ’s word” (v8)?  
B. What does it mean to “not deny Christ’s name” (v8)?

5. A. What will be the relationship between the church in Philadelphia and the “synagogue of Satan”?  
B. What does this mean?

6. What promises does Jesus make to this church in vv10 & 11?
7. Verse 12 is where we get the phrase “pillar of the church”.  
A. What do we mean when we call someone a “pillar of the church”?  
B. What does Jesus mean when He uses this phrase here?

8. A. What is the “new Jerusalem” that Jesus talks about in v12? 
B. How does this relate to our eternal life one day in the fulfilled Kingdom?

9. In v13 Jesus, once again, talks about having ears that really hear what He is saying.  How can you and I “tune” our ears of faith to really hear what God is saying to us?
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
