7. What were the results of God’s decision not to withhold his only Son?
8. What do you think most tests people's faith?
9. What circumstances or events have tested your faith? 
10. Has God ever asked you to sacrifice someone or something you love? What happened? How were you blessed by this experience?
11. Are you ever afraid that God might ask too much of you? What would be too much? What sacrifice would have been too much for God?
12. What was Isaac’s response to Abraham’s test? From Romans 12:1, how should we be like Isaac?
