5. Who is he referring to here? Why does he say ‘formerly?’
6. Describe five characteristics of the dark spiritual world from your own experience.
7. Who is the prince of the power of the air? What does this mean? Use other scriptures to help define who this one might be.
8. Do people believe the world is controlled by Satan? How would things differ if they did?
9. What might you describe the ‘spirit’ of the prince of the power of the air? How is it that this spirit works in people’s lives? Who does the evil one work in?
10. Read Ephesians 2:3. Who is he describing? How does he describe them?
11. Are Christians more holy than non-believers? What makes you think so?
12. Are God’s people chosen because of their inherent goodness? Why not? Use this verse to prove your answer.
13. Who does this verse say God’s wrath (great anger) is upon? Why? What about ‘good’ people? 
14. Name three kinds of sinful desires. How do lusts operate in an unbeliever? A believer?
15. What are the two kinds of sinful desires mentioned in Ephesians 2:3? How do they differ?
16. Name at least one application this passage has upon your life. 
17. In whom is Satan working today?
18. What was true of us before we believed in Christ?
19. What did our nature reveal us to be?
20. What is God’s motive toward the believers?
21. In what is the God of Heaven rich?
22. In what condition were we when God called us?
23. What did God do for us, according to the riches of His mercy and His love, while we were yet dead in our sinful behaviors?
24. By what means have we been saved?
25. What is the central act of redemption, the act made possible through the shedding of the blood of Christ?
26. On what basis have we been separated from the world and seated at the right hand of God in Christ?
27. Where does our salvation originate? Who brings it to pass?
28. Can any believer boast that he has saved himself by righteous works?
