FPC CHILDCARE POLICY
FPC Sponsored event and program childcare:

· Any group requesting childcare provided by FPC must be sponsored by a ministry and pre-approved by the appropriate staff level ministry leader
· All events and groups requesting child care must be meeting at FPC

· Events requesting child care outside of the normal child care hours, must be a FPC church wide event

· Groups must schedule childcare with Assistant Children’s Director at least ONE WEEK prior to event

· Children may be dropped off or picked up no more than 10 minutes outside of the childcare time window
· Parents must reserve their child’s spot at least 48 hours prior to the event/class. Parents may register their child by calling 210-226-0215, ext. 220 or emailing sonyaw@fpcsat.org and leaving the following information: Parent name and phone number, child’s name and age, event being attended, and the day/date of the event
· There is a minimum requirement of at least two children in order for child care to be provided 

·  If no reservations have occurred 48 hours prior to an event, child care will be cancelled.  If child care is cancelled at this time, no charge will be incurred by the ministry area. If child care is not cancelled and is not utilized during the event, the ministry area will be charged $50.00 for the two hours.
· Childcare will be provided for children ages two (2) months to 5th grade (It is recommended that children receive their first round of required vaccinations before being placed in the nursery)
Illness:
As a courtesy to our caregivers and our families, please do not bring your child if he/she is ill or requires scheduled medications. Our caregivers are not allowed to give any medications. Use the following guidelines to decide if your child is too sick to be in church childcare: 
· Fever over 100.3 within 24 hours

· Vomiting or diarrhea within 24 hours

· Any symptoms of childhood diseases or infectious diseases 
· Excessive coughing

· Discharge in or around the eyes

· Skin infections or rashes (other than diaper rash)

· Green or yellow runny nose

· Any “bugs” (lice, scabies, ringworm, etc.)

· A child on an antibiotic less than 24 hours
If your child does become sick while in our care, we will make every effort to contact you immediately and ask that you pick your child as soon as possible.

Allergies:
If your child has allergies, please write any known allergies on the check-in sheet and inform his/her teacher at time of drop-off. If your child’s allergies are severe, please contact Sonya Wright at sonyaw@fpcsat.org , so that we may collect detailed information.
Labeling Personal Items:
Please label all items (diaper bags, bottles, pacifiers, etc.) belonging to your child. We have stickers available at check-in for you to label your items. 

Food:

Children attending during meal hours may bring a “sack lunch/dinner” to eat while in childcare. Please provide any necessary information to the caregivers about what time you would like them to eat, allergy info, etc. 
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
